When I heard about Andhra, I wanted to know more about him.
“Where in Andhra?”

“Which is your proper place in Vijayawada?”

“Kanchikacherla ....”

When I heard Kanchikacherla, my heart started to beat faster.
“Do you know Amarlapudi Shekhar in Kanchikacherla?”

“Yes father, he is my cousin and a very good friend.”

When I mentioned the names of Shekhar’s wife and children, his eyes widened.
“Father how do you know Shekhar?”

“He is also a good friend of mine. I met him when I was doing ministry in Andhra.

We both went to the house of each other. You know, when I told him about my journey to Australia, he told me that he
had a relative and a childhood friend here, but I didn’t pay much attention to it because I found it difficult to find such
a person in the midst of so many busy schedules. I didn’t even ask the name of the friend at least. But today, God has
placed that friend before me...”

Accepting Ramu’s invitation, Fr. Joby and me went to his house for dinner. We prayed and had dinner together. As
I left there, I was thinking about God’s wonderful interventions. When I sent photos of us together to Shekhar, I was
surprised by his reply: “Father it’s a miracle... I can’t believe my eyes and ears!”

Christmas is a season of wonder that God has prepared for us. How many stories of miracles the Holy Bible will
present before us this month.

The messenger of God comes to the unknown Virgin Mary of Nazareth... The movement of the baby in her womb
by divine intervention....God’s grace on the barren woman Elizabeth.. Message of joy to the shepherds and
Magi... The Guiding star....In this way; many wonders are combined with Christmas.

The coming days are the days when God calls us to believe that divine interventions will also take place in our
lives. It has no age or time. All you need is an open mind and unwavering faith. These days also lead us to the
realization that only when the doors of the inn are closed do we reach the haylofts. We can also strive to recognize
divine interventions in our lives. Let us wait with the shepherds for divine intervention in our lives: “To you is born
this day in the city of David a Savior, who is the Messiah, the Lord” (Lk 2:11).

Let us continue to pray for Father JP who is journeying through a lot of suffering and
pain. May the good Lord give him strength and courage.
